· Serve to accomplish a flow of information to and from government and legislatures.

3.  Qualifications

· The Government Activities Chair must be Member grade of higher, and a resident of Region 6.

· Broad IEEE, government, and legislative experience is required.

· The capability to be productive in lay forums.

· The ability to work well with others

· A commitment to accomplish goals.

4.  Duties

· Coordinate Region 6 governmental and legislative liaison activities

· Represent Region 6 on IEEE-USA State Government Activities Committee

· Promote and assist Section and member interaction in each of the 12 States within Region 6.

· Develop universal model for monitoring legislative activities of interest to members

· Develop universal model for monitoring registration and regulatory activities of interest to members

· Participate on the Region 6 PACE Committee

· Specific duties listed in Region 6 Bylaws

· Attend Region 6 and national meetings

· Periodic reporting

· Develop an annual calendar of milestones

5.  Budget

· The Region 6 budget supports activities, with some funding received from IEEE-USA

· Expenses are tracked to assure goal attainment. 

· Newly identified needs are proposed for support.

6.  Interactions

· Primary interactions are with government officials, legislators, and members

· Interactions with Sections assure the flow of information to members

· The Director, Director-Elect, past Director, and PACE and Industrial Relations Chairs are key contacts

· The Directors and past Government Activities Chairs are mentors.
