POSITION DESCRIPTION FOR REGION 6 PRE-COLLEGE EDUCATION CHAIR

1.  Introduction

· The overall goal is to develop a pre-college program that can be adopted at local levels across the Region.

3.  Qualifications

· The Pre-college Education Chair must be of Member grade of higher, and a resident of Region 6.

· Experience with K-12 educational programs

· Understanding of introductory level educational formats

· Ability to develop motivational material

· A commitment to the mission

4.  Duties

· Chair Region 6 pre-college activities

· Encourage improvements in the math, science, and technology education in all pre-college programs, raising functional and technological literacy

· Encourage and assist pre-college activities with Areas, Sections, and Chapters

· Encourage involvement of IEEE members at all levels

· Encourage cooperation with other organizations having similar goals

· Serve on the IEEE-USA Pre-college Education Committee

· Travel to attend Region 6 and other meetings

· Develop program templates 

· Periodic reporting

· Develop an annual calendar

5.  Budget

· Activities are supported by the Region 6 budget

· Tracking of expenses enhances goal attainment 

· Initiatives are proposed for support

6.  Interactions

· The Chair interacts with IEEE officers, organizational units, and members as necessary to accomplish goals

· Contacts are developed with educational officials

· Interaction is maintained with pre-college activities at the national level.
